priced at T14.49 lakh.

The Nexon EV Max, with a 40.5
kWh battery pack, has not only got a
newentryvariant priced at ¥16.49 lakh
its range has been improved to 453 km
from 437 km.The Nexon EV Max’s pre-
vious entry price was T18.34 lakh.

Tata Motors clarified that the range
enhancement will be offered to current
Nexon EV MAX owners through a soft-
ware upgrade, at dealerships, from Feb-
ruary 15,2023.“Due tolocalisation, the
companyhasbeenabletotakeadvantage
of the government’s production-linked
incentives schemes. These initiatives
haveresulted in cost savings,which have
been passed onto customersin theform
of price reduction,’ Tata Motors said.

Besides the XUV400, Tata Motors
will face competition from the Citroen
eC3whichisslated togoonsaleinafew
days.The eC3, which is the electric ver-
sion of the C3,will have adrive range of
320 km to a full charge but will be
priced lower than the entry variant of
the Nexon EV Prime, said sources.
